Notes: 

Evans Cycles have very kindly agreed to sponsor our Club again for 2002.  As well as the frames, they are donating £1,250, which may be earmarked for special expenses and projects.  If you would like to apply for any of this money, this must be agreed at a committee meeting prior to the expenses being incurred – money from this fund will not be granted retrospectively. 

In addition, Evans will give a 10% discount on purchases at any of their stores on production of a current De Laune membership card.  Purchases of Specialized goods will be discounted at 40% of normal selling price (20% for complete bikes or framesets), but can only be ordered from Evans mail order.  You will need to quote your membership number and use Mike Rice’s name as a reference.
Your application is for one of up to eight framesets that are to be awarded to De Laune members on the basis of five criteria: ability, potential, team commitment, enthusiasm and need.

If you are successful, you will be awarded a frameset, which will remain the property of Evans Cycles.  The framesets must be given up on demand.  However, the committee would only request early return of equipment in exceptional circumstances e.g. if you gave up cycling during the season.

At the end of the season you have the option of purchasing the frameset or returning it to Evans (the price will usually be about 50% of RRP, and you can pay by instalments if you wish).  If you apply again the following year and are successful, you may elect to keep the same frame if you wish.  However, if you are not successful, we must ask you to either purchase or return your frame by the beginning of November 2002.  Evans will not supply the new frames until those for the previous year have been accounted for.

* Road frames offered are the Specialized Allez Comp, retail price £599; the red/white version should be available immediately and the aqua/ sapone version in January 2003. Mountain frames will be the S-works hardtail, retail £699. As for 2002, there may be an option for Evans-supplied track frames to be loaned.

** Some riders have previously asked for complete bikes or different frames from those on offer.  Offers such as these would normally involve a financial commitment at the start of the season.
